DI Above and Beyond Award

The Executive Committee at Destination
ImagiNation (DI) Montana introduced a new
award this year that is meant to honor teams
that go “above and beyond” the scope of DI
program expectations and positively impact a
worldwide community.

DI's Above and Beyond Award was
directly inspired by, and presented to, last
year’s 2008-2009 MCS High School DI team,
The Flood, for its efforts to raise awareness
and financially help Ugandan orphans.

The Flood published and distributed
Hope, a book about an orphaned fruit bat, to
raise awareness for over two million Ugandan
Orphans. “The purpose of this book is to shed
light on the situation in Uganda and bring
tangible hope to children who are orphans
because of persistent war, AIDS, and
violence,” team member Carlee Fountaine
explains. The Flood raised money to publish
and distribute Hope, written and illustrated by
Carlee Fountaine, directly to orphans in
Uganda.

MCS cheerleaders for three years. She began
coaching because of her daughter’s love for
cheerleading, and then stayed on because
MCS has asked her to continue throughout the
years.

She brings an
athletic approach to the sport, coaching her
team through eight hours a week in running,
weight training, push ups, abdominal and
core strengthening, and stretching to prepare
for stunts and jumps.

“These girls work very hard,” Coach
Nickisch explains. “Cheerleading provides an
excellent avenue for girls to be involved in
athletics at MCS.” In addition to their
rigorous athletic training, they must memorize
cheers, choreographed movements, and
dances. They must practice perfect timing on
stunts and jumps. They also serve as pep
leaders, making signs for the gym and
individual lockers. They decorate the bus and
find ways to honor every player on each team.
They perform at pep rallies and during games.
“I believe the past three years have been the
best I've seen our girls at tournaments... their
form, skills, stunting, choreography, and
dance abilities have become very solid!”

Coach Nickisch adds, “Our cheerleaders
put in more than 36 hours a week during
game season. Cheerleading season started on
11/3/09 and ended on 3/13/10. Possibly the
longest sports season at the school for a single
team. “

MCS is not a secret
organization, but one that strives to be
transparent. We want to be transparent and
inviting to our families, students, friends,

partners, and constituents. Making this name
change is an important step to make this clear.

Second, over the past several years the
involvement in the school’s governing
authority has been decreasing. While close to
100 members were present at the annual
meeting in 2002, more recently there have
been just over 50 members present. We hope
that by redefining the organization, and
presenting a better understanding of its
purpose, more families will be motivated to
be actively involved.

The girls’
varsity team had their most successful season
ever in Class B, going all the way to the State
Tournament.

The varsity boys may not have had as
much success, but according to Coach Kim
Vander Ark, “they kept a great attitude, win or
lose, and always gave their best effort.” He
saw dramatic improvement by the team
throughout this season. “Even though wins
were hard to come by, they were competitive
in every game.” The highlight of the season
was an away game in Manhattan in which the
guys were able to play well in the closing
moments of a very close game and come away
with a win against the Tigers, who finished
first in the league.

Coach Randy Van Dyk’s highlight with
the girls’ squad was winning the district
championship over Three Forks, and playing,
what he called, “our best half of basketball for
the season.”

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A Solid Foundation on
Christ Jesus

Connections asked John Quirk, Bible teacher,
to share his background and vision for Bible
education at MCS.

Please tell us about your background.

“l was born and raised in Erie, PA. Erie
has a gorgeous peninsula with beautiful
beaches that attract visitors from all over. |
grew up in a very loving family with four
brothers.

“l was raised in the Roman Catholic faith,
and graduated from St. Bonaventure
University, NY, with a degree in business. |
worked for the largest public accounting firm
in the world auditing Fortune 500 companies.
It was during that time, that our good, and
faithful, Lord opened my blind eyes to see the
wonderful grace of God in the finished work
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of the Lord Jesus Christ. It soon became
apparent that God was calling me to leave a
lucrative business career to serve Him at a
poor rescue mission, ministering to inner city
families and youth. Six years later, the Lord
called me to pursue Biblical training at Dallas
Theological Seminary (DTS) where | received
a Masters in Theology (Th.M.). After DTS, |
pastored a church in New York for three and a
half years. Finally, | began looking for a
teaching position. | sought a well-established
Christian school, one that was solid in its
theology and understanding of the Scriptures.
The Lord directed my steps to MCS.

What are some of the biggest challenges you
face as a Bible Teacher at MCS?

“The last time | checked, we have
between 20 to 30 different denominations
represented at MCS. It’s fair to say that each
denomination represents varied theological
perspectives. As a Bible teacher, my job is to
help each student open God’s word and come
face to face with His truth. That’s why, above
all, Istrive to teach my students sound
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Biblical exegesis, and let the Holy Spirit do
His defining work of illuminating their
studies.

What is your vision for the Bible program at
MCS?

“We all know that when it comes to
building a house, or skyscraper, that if the
structure doesn’t have a solid foundation,
eventually it’s going to start cracking,
crumbling, and crashing to the ground. |
think the same holds true in the spiritual
realm. By God'’s grace and help, | hope to
teach a solid foundation, centered on Christ
Jesus, that will help each student withstand
the storms of life. The reality is, our students
face constant attacks on their faith. With the
Holy Spirit’s help, | take seriously my role in
encouraging students to find their identity in
Christ, and rest in His perfect work.

How does faith in Christ impact our approach
to education?

“I am firmly convinced that education
calls us to a process of growing in the grace
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and knowledge of our Lord Jesus (2 Peter
3:18). If education does not lead us to that
goal, and loving Jesus more intimately, then
we are missing our sacred calling. A pastor
friend once told me that if you feed people
fun, games, and entertainment then people
will develop an appetite for fun and games.
However, if you consistently feed them the
Word of God, then eventually they will
develop an appetite for God’s Word, and will
crave it and love it! We cannot separate the
Lord Jesus from His Word. | encourage my
students to trust that the more you diligently
study the Scriptures, the more you will crave
and love the Lord Jesus.

What opportunities do we give our children to
live out their faith at school?

“Our students are given the opportunity
to complete 10 community service hours each
year for Bible. This year, we brought back the
senior service program and the seniors love it.
Working and serving in many different
settings gives our students the opportunity to
not only reflect on sharing the Gospel of

Christ with others, but it gives them another
perspective to appreciate the educational
experiences they have here at MCS.

What do you look forward to when you come
in each day?

“There have been so many instances in
the last three years where the Lord will wake
me up at 3-4 o’clock in the morning and just
flood my mind with ideas and insights into
His Word. Many times, | feel like Barbaro at
the starting gate of the Kentucky Derby, and
can’t wait for the morning bell to ring so | can
get running!

“I love being on the front lines and in the
trenches with my students. | challenge them to
see that they do not serve some small or puny
god, but that they serve an All-Powerful,
Sovereign Monarch of Eternity who spoke the
worlds into existence. He is a perfect God,
who is sovereign over everything that touches
their lives, whether it is heartbreak and trials,
or blessings and gifts! He is a gracious and
loving God who chose us in Christ before the
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foundation of the world (Ephesians 1:4-5)
because He knew that none of His sheep could
have chosen Him if He did not intervene first
(John 15:16).

What keeps you going in the grinding pace of
teaching?

“Besides B-12 drops and lots of vitamins,
| love when a current or former student calls,
emails, or stops by my classroom to say, ‘Mr.
Quirk, I didn’t understand where you were
coming from, but the more I study God’s
Word, the more | get it — Thank you!’

Dr. Howard Hendricks from DTS once
said, “Good teaching is a delayed-action time
bomb assembled in the classroom for
explosion at a later date. It usually takes years
to discover that one has been truly educated.”

“This is what keeps me grinding away
and fighting in the trenches: when | see hearts
and minds being transformed and lives being
conformed to the image of our blessed Lord
Jesus. “

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DI Team Wins at State

MCS 2009-2010 Destination ImagiNation
(DI) elementary team, the Robotrons, won its
state competition at DI’s Montana Creativity
Quest State Tournament, March 27, 2010, and
will now compete at DI Global in Knoxville,
TN, May 26-29.

The DI program teaches creative problem
solving strategies, teamwork, and lifelong
skills to its participants. Every year DI reaches
100,000 students across the United States and
30 other countries.

MCS Robotrons answered the DI-BOT
Challenge: to learn about robotic technology and
the changes it creates; to create an original story
that envisions and shows how at least one
character’s life may be changed by robotic
technology; to create and integrate a device (DI-
BOT) that completes a motion or task in the story;
to create a method to change at least one prop or set
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piece into the DI-BOT, or into a part of the DI-
BOT; to create a scene change that enhances the
presentation by providing a transitional link from
one scene to another; and to create two Side Trips
(additional projects) and integrate them into the
presentation.

The MCS Robotrons’ solution takes a
creative and profound look at homelessness
and today’s economic challenges through art,
music, dance, and drama. Their story features
an artist who becomes homeless after creating
a robot to help him paint canvases. The 7-
minute presentation follows the artist’s life
from studio, to street, and back to studio
again. Competing voices of Despair and
Illusion provide critical tension in this unique
portrayal of changes that robots can create,
and the vicious cycle of human displacement
that robots can maintain.

An engaging combination of personal
story and current events, this student-
authored presentation raises awareness about
current increases in homelessness for families
and children. One student on the team has a
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brother who has been living homeless on the
streets. Indeed, the story that these elementary
students have created is not just a passive
experience, but rises out of their personal lives
and desire to impact others with hope.

The Robotrons must now raise money for
their trip. They will have to raise about
$10,000 to send their team to DI Global. Our
students receive many benefits from
participating in DI, including: they are
exposed to global problems and creative
problem solving toward active solutions; Gain
opportunities for scholarships, and
internships; Gain a broader awareness and
interest in academic and career possibilities;
Gain opportunities to grow in personal
strengths; and Have increased opportunities
to serve others with the Gospel of Christ.
