Prayer

The faculty has been using the bookLiving the
Lord®s Prayeby David Timms, for devotions
during our faculty meetings this year.
DecemberOs focus was on the phrase, Oyour
kingdom come.O We discovered that while
God has hardwired us for dominion DOPII the
earth and subdue it. Rule over . . . every living
creature. . .O Gen. 1:26-28 b we often exploit
our earth and extend our dominion over
people which is a step beyond GodOs design
and purpose. It was rather telling to see that
Owe spend our lives seeking to dominate
other people or avoid domination by them.O

Timms points out that Othe essence of
spirituality revolves around participation in
our FatherOs kingdom, not retreat into our
own.O Orto put it in a little different terms,
OGod calls us to live in His kingdom. The
Father does not seek opportunity to live in
our kingdoms.O And as we dig a bit deeper
we begin to realize that He is calling us to lay
down our own agenda and the ambitions we
might have. This leaves no room for self-
promotion, but rather directs us to look at our
service. As a staff we had to look at ourselves
individually and ask ourselves where we
might be pursuing our own agenda, rather
than serving our students, our school and our
God.

Timms used a wonderful metaphor of grain
silos to help us understand this idea. As we
look around our landscape here in the
Gallatin Valley we see silos standing against
the horizon. Standing side by side, these silos
have very little connection to each other. So,
too, we as individuals or as an organization
can get caught up in building our own little
kingdoms rather than working together to
build GodOs Kingdom. The apostle Paul puts
it all into perspective. We do not work for
ourselves or by ourselves, but rather Owe
serve as GodOs fellow workers, tending His
Peld and not building our own.O | Cor. 3:9.
Later Paul urges the Philippians to have the
same attitude that Christ had, emptying
themselves and considering each other as
more important than themselves (see Phil. 2:
3, 7).

The challenge is before us every time we utter
the phrase, your kingdom comdt challenges
each of us to take a hard look at our own
selbpsh ambitions and prideful behaviors. It
confronts us with our need to protect our

own turf and for personal achievement.
Instead we need to consider that in
everything we need to Oredirect our hearts
toward the rule of God.O And as | write
these words, IO0m reminded of the words from
that great Christmas anthem. OCome Thou
Long-Expected Jesus:O

Born Thy people to deliver,
born a child, and yet a King,
born to reign in us forever,
now Thy gracious kingdom bring.
By Thine own eternal Spirit
rule in all our hearts alone;

Enhanced Reading
Program: Dibels,
Readwell, and Rl

MCS introduced DIBELS testing in 2004 as a
way to evaluate the progression of reading
skills among its elementary students. DIBELS
testing measures critical literary skills, enables
early identibcation of students at risk, and
evaluates the effectiveness of our instruction.

We are now adding two other pieces to our
K-3rd grade reading program- READWELL,
and Response to Interventio(Rtl).
READWELL was selected because it is a
research-based reading program. Evidence
shows that READWELL effectively enables
students to master their reading skills.
Response to InterventidiRtl)directly ties into
our overall reading curriculum. Rtl offers

early intervention to prevent long-term

academic failure. The program is

comprehensive and includes:

! Identifying areas where students struggle,
using assessment tools,

! Planning intervention using additional
materials; intervention takes place in the
classroom multiple times each week, and

I Continuously monitoring progress of
each student.

We have already incorporated new reading
strategies in grades one and two, with plans to
extend it to kindergarten next year.

We are putting a greater emphasis on reading
through DIBELS, in combination with
READWELL, and Rtl because reading
continues to be the single most important skill

Enhanced Mathematics
Assessment Program

MCS is also moving toward more strategic
testing in mathematics. Our education
committee is working on expanded student
evaluation and services. Students in grades 3,
4, and 5 are already being evaluated through
weekly computation-times-testing . We
encourage parents to get involved by helping
their student(s) practice their math skills at
home. Ask your teacher to identify which ares
your student needs more help. Flash cards
work well, and many websites use
educational technology to teach math through
games and other fun programs.

CurriculumTrak

On Thursday and Friday, October 21st and
22nd | 2010, teachers spent some of their
inservice time updating their curriculum

maps on CurriculumTrak, a web-based
program. The program was Prst introduced in
August.! It enables individual teachers to
evaluate and review their curriculum through
an interactive format. I'The program is
customizable and allows each teacher at
Manhattan Christian to upload word
document Ples, PowerPoints, scanned images,
and much more to the schoolOs archived
curriculum. ! While each teacher edits his or
her curriculum, the entire schoolOs curriculum
is stored in one place, viewable on the web by
any teacher!This allows the school to look for
possible gaps as well as overlaps in learning.

CurriculumTrak analyzes concepts and skills
taught to our students across all grade levels
and subject areas. One unique feature gives
teachers the opportunity to see what other
Christian schools are doing across the United
States and Canadal.

CurriculumTrak is a product of Faith
Websites, which serves churches, Christian
schools and other ministry-based
organizations with affordable, user-friendly
content management systems.
