Service
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When I think of service or being a servant 
I’m always reminded of the passage in 
Philippians 2 where Paul writes:

Your attitude should be the same as that of 
Christ Jesus Who, being in very nature God. . .. 
Did not consider equality with God something to 
be grasped, But made himself nothing, taking on 
the nature of a servant.”

Service, and being a servant, is a key 
component for what we teach at MCS. And 
we begin that with our youngest students. 
During the past couple of months elementary 
students have come into my office to pick-out 
a pencil in recognition of “being caught doing 
something for others”. I think my favorite was 
a little guy who, when I asked what he had 
done, replied, “I picked up a piece of beef 
jerky off the floor that someone had chewed 
on. Nobody else wanted to touch it!”

Each senior student is involved in a 
specific act of service as part of their final 
senior project this semester. Some are helping 
out the in a classroom in Amsterdam, or in 
Belgrade at the middle school, while others 
are in our own elementary classrooms. We 
also have seniors serving at the Churchill 
Retirement Home.

Being of service to others is at the core of 
having a Christ-like attitude. Paul continues 
in the second chapter of Philippians with this 
encouragement: 

Do everything without complaining or arguing so 
that you may become blameless and pure, children 
of God without fault in a crooked and depraved 
generation in which we shine like stars in the 
universe, as you hold out the word of life… Phil. 
2:14-16a

So how is your attitude lately? While we 
can teach and even require our students to be 
involved in service, the best way to teach is by 
modeling the behavior we want our children 
to live out in their own lives: the attitude of 
Christ in our daily walk with Him.
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Honors Biology

This year, MCS added Honors Biology as 
a science elective for seniors. “This class is an 
excellent choice for students interested in 
pursuing careers in medicine, agriculture, or 
any other biology related field,” explains Bree 
Leep, MCS high school science teacher. 
“Honors Biology is an AP-Level class that 
builds on our introduction to biology class, as 
well as our junior-level chemistry course. At 
the conclusion of honors studies this year, 
students will take an advanced placement 
biology exam for college credit.”

MCS also offers honors level classes in 
English and Calculus. Biology is a welcomed 
addition for Morgan Egbert, ’10, who says, “I 
am really interested in biology.” Egbert plans 
to attend college where she wants to study cell 
biology in medicine or research. She describes 
Honors Biology as, “Challenging, but 

rewarding.” Egbert, one of six students 
enrolled in the class, likes the small size of this 
class for its, “interesting and productive peer 
discussions.”

Leep’s vision for MCS’s science program 
is to have every student, “Engaged and 
actively involved in their learning.” Leep 
works to create a course of study where, 
“Students can discover! every aspect of 
creation, peeling back one layer of complexity 
after another.” After months of investigating, 
Leep chose the AP edition of Biology, by 
Campbell & Reece. This textbook provides 
powerful and integrated introductions to: The 
Chemistry of Life, The Cell, Genetics, Plant & 
Animal Form and Function, and Ecology. Sam 
Hogue, ’10, appreciates how the textbook 
divides a variety of subjects into interesting 
sections. “I really like the combination of class 
materials, a mixture of slides, audio, and 
reading, for making a challenging subject 
achievable,” he said.

It is important for Leep that students 
make connections between creation 

knowledge and applications to their daily 
living. “Science is a way of!discovering what 
God has made, and in the process, coming 
to!deepen one's appreciation of !the Creator, “ 
she reflects. “The intricacies and complexities 
of each molecule, of each!organism, are not 
only awe-inspiring in their own right, but also 
help us to understand how much we, the 
crowning of His creation, are cared for.”!

Even in studying something like the laws 
of motion or universal gravitation, Leep 
directs,”We are seeing how predictable and 
steadfast our Creator is -- He is the Alpha and 
Omega, the same yesterday, today and 
tomorrow.”

Hogue, ’10, offers his understanding of 
the relationship between science and faith, 
“Science is thinking God’s thoughts after him. 
Our study is actually worship because we are 
looking at how amazing God is through his 
creation.” Hogue is  interested in going on to 
study electrical engineering. He believes 
Honors Biology will help him with his goal. 
“Even if your strengths are in English, and 
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that’s where you want to concentrate your 
studies, colleges love to see diversity in your 
background.” 

Connections asked Leep how the idea of faith 
in God, that Christians are instructed to believe 
without seeing, impacts scientific studies under 
the microscope. She offers, “Technology! 
allows us to gain a deeper knowledge of 
creation than ever before. We can see 
chromosomes inside the nucleus of a 
microscopic!cell, or observe quasars thought 
to be on the edge of the universe.! As we 
continue to learn more and more about the 
world around us, our faith can only be 
deepened.! The more scientific knowledge that 
we obtain as a society, the more logical the 
case for our Creator becomes.! Our belief in 
God who is not only our Creator, but also our 
Savior, becomes not only our heart-felt 
conviction, an act of faith, but also the most 
logical conclusion as well.! The deeper we dig, 
the closer the Truth comes to the surface.”

To the same question, Egbert adds, 
“Looking under the microscope helps me 

figure out the background behind what God 
has done. Studying creation increases my awe 
for how incredible God is.”

Both Egbert and Hogue would like to see 
MCS offer more honors classes. Who knows, 
maybe one of them will return to Manhattan 
Christian to teach advanced studies. Leep 
attended MCS from Kindergarten to 12th 
grade. She was graduated from Montana State 
and then taught middle school here for five 
years. Leep took five years off to raise her 
boys, and is now back for her fourth year 
teaching in the high school.

Leep reflects, “I’ve been interested in 
nature ever since I was little (butterflies, 
earthworms, and Hot Wheels), but I never 
gave much thought to science as a career path 
until I was in college. I tried engineering and 
animal science, and then had an opportunity 
to coach (something else I never pictured 
myself doing). After several positive coaching 
experiences, and a pile of science classes 
under my belt, I pursued a degree in science 
education. In hindsight, it is truly remarkable 

how God lays out a path for your future 
without your even being aware of His 
guidance until later.”
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Middle School Career 
Exploration
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"What do you want to be when you grow 
up?"! Elementary-aged children enjoy being 
asked this question. Sometimes, their 
responses surprise us because they express 
interest in uncommon choices like “physicist”, 
“virtual reality programmer”, and “art 
therapist”. Other times they point to 
occupations they have directly seen in action 
like “fireman”, “teacher”, or “nurse”.  In every 
case, students almost always point to fields 
that provide some expression of their 
naturally developing personalities.

 MCS asked its middle school students to 
think intentionally about the course of their 
studies by prompting them to consider two 
questions: "What do your current studies 
really mean to your career?” and “How does 

being a Christian have an impact on your 
choices?"!

In order to help students formulate 
authentic answers, MCS started its  Middle 
School Career Explorations program. !
Through this opportunity, Christian 
professionals come to the school, present their 
careers, talk about their educational paths, 
answer questions, and share how being a 
Christian impacts their professional choices.! 
The program's goal is to showcase a wide 
range of occupations, expose students to many 
possibilities, and help students see how 
important their studies are for developing 
long-term professional skills. 

Since its beginning last spring, middle 
school students have heard from  a ranch 
broker (Don Vaniman), an architect (Cecelia 
Vaniman), a speech therapist (Michelle 
Halberg), a communications and marketing 
director (Ann Snowberger), and a doctor (Dr. 
Connie Hahn, DO).!During each presentation, 
students take notes on a variety of 
considerations from what an ordinary day 

might bring to what areas of study are 
important in each field. Students are able to 
see how their current studies in mathematics, 
science, history, art, Bible, language arts, and 
other subjects, may be strengthened and 
focused into an area of professional expertise.  

Middle school students have expressed 
interest in engineering, architecture, art, 
medicine, farming, agriculture, cooking, 
writing, fashion design, military service, 
acting, nursing, physical therapy, professional 
sports, science, law, computers, public 
relations, pediatrics, missions, photography, 
teaching, dog training, automobile 
engineering, and real estate. 

For some students , this series has taught 
them about professions they are interested in 
pursuing. For others, knowing more about a 
particular job has served as a litmus test of 
passion. Michelle Simpson reflects, “The 
presentations were great and inspiring, but I 
didn't feel an urge to take up any of those 
fields."! Students are also gaining an 
appreciation for how much time and training 
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goes into achieving one’s professional goals. 
"When Michelle Halberg the speech therapist 
came, it made me think that some careers are a 
lot harder than others," said Johannah 
Triemstra. The goal of the program is not to 
discourage students from jobs that require 
dedication and self-discipline. Rather, it hopes 
to inspire their dreams. After listening to Dr. 
Connie Hahn, DO, Madison McLaughlin 
shared, "It made me think I had better like 
math and science!! I would have to do a lot of 
schooling, but I think it would pay off."!

Students are hearing direct testimony 
about the reality of being a Christian in the 
work place. After Cecelia Vaniman’s 
presentation, Brady VanDyken commented, 
“It made me think about how an architect has 
to make every decision with Christian 
integrity.”!For VanDyken, the best part about 
the series has been, “Learning how your faith 
impacts the choices that you make.”  He 
especially liked learning about the 
comprehensive nature of architecture, 
expressing, “It’s more than just buildings or 
statues.”

Eryn Foreman is interested in missions. 
She believes, “Christianity changes your 
perspective.” When asked how faith might 
impact one’s professional choices, she 
reflects,”You do your best for the Lord, even if 
you do not enjoy it. You can witness to others 
by being a good example.” Foreman believes 
the best part about the series is, “Getting to 
know other people, their jobs, and how faith 
has helped them.” 

 
Emma Dooley is interested in teaching 

and pediatrics. She recognizes that faith helps 
professionals approach problems in their 
careers, “You can pray and ask God for help.” 

Lindsay Benson is interested in law. She 
believes faith in God will guide her 
professional choices, “It will change the type 
of lawyer I want to be.” 

Kevin Blanksma appreciated learning 
more about science. So far, the best part for 
him has been, “listening to people tell about 
their lives.” 

Sean Christoffels is interested in graphic 
design and automobile engineering.  He also 
believes his faith will have a significant 
influence on his career. “Without Christ,” he 
says, “we would be nowhere.” 

Colten Leum is interested in becoming a 
missionary and liked learning how the Bible 
was integrated in each presentation. He finds 
long-lasting value in his current studies. He 
has particularly enjoyed learning about other 
people’s lives. 

Mary Hill-Young, who is interested in 
becoming a scientist, explained her view of 
faith in the workplace as being a source of 
wisdom and compassion, “Christian faith 
helps you understand things, and you are 
understanding.”

MCS has invited more speakers. It is 
committed to introducing students to a wide 
range of possibilities while they consider how 
God might have them serve his Kingdom 
Come.
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Student Service
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We are restarting an old engine!! The 
Senior Service Assignment has received an 
overhaul and is up and operating again.! 

What is it?! We are sending our seniors to 
an agency or organization as a volunteer one 
day a week.! Under a revised structure, our 
seniors finish their Bible 12 class during first 
semester.! During second semester, depending 
on their personal schedules, they are finished 
for the day after either 6th or 7th period.!MCS 
asks each of them to give one of those days in 
volunteer service at a place of their choosing.! 
The seniors can choose which day of the week 
they want to do their service.! !

What will they be doing?! Seven students 
are going to Amsterdam School, one to 
Belgrade Intermediate School, five to 
Ridgeview Elementary School (Belgrade), and 

five to our own elementary classrooms to 
work as classroom aids.! Three are planning to 
work in the after-school program at Whittier 
School in Bozeman while three others will go 
to Belgrade Middle School to work as 
assistants in the study hall.! One student will 
help with activities at the Churchill 
Retirement Home to help with arts and crafts 
while another four will go to the Gallatin 
Count Rest Home to assist there—two will be 
applying fingernail polish and visiting with 
the residents.! One student will be helping out 
at MCS’s Early Learning Center and two will 
be helping out at Zoe (Problem Pregnancy 
Center).! Each of them will be giving of 
themselves in service but also forming 
relationships and growing as young adults in 
a real world.! !

Why bother?! Why require them to give 
of themselves?! Our mission statement 
declares,! “Manhattan Christian inspires 
students to live God-glorifying lives by 

teaching Christ’s lordship in faith, learning, 
and living.”! Our vision is that each student 
will “…nurture a personal relationship with 
Jesus Christ that develops a Christ-like love 
demonstrated to all people.”! Our hope is that 
our graduates will “walk humbly in Christ’s 
footsteps with obedience and joy.”! 

The senior service assignment is an effort 
to afford our students a concrete experience of 
living out these lofty ideals.! We trust that as 
they give of themselves, they will grow in 
ways not yet imagined!! 

Jesus says, “You did not choose me, but I 
chose you and appointed you to go and bear 
fruit—fruit that will last.”! (John 15:16)! May 
this “assignment” become a sacred testimony 
of the Spirit’s leading each of our seniors to a 
higher plane!!

Compassion

From the Bible we learn that personal 
sacrifice, prayer, and compassion are main 
themes in Christ’s life. Personal sacrifice is 
ultimately demonstrated by Christ’s physical 
presence on earth as the incarnate Son of God. 
Jesus sacrificed everything, even his own life, 
to create a path of salvation for humanity. He 
was a man of prayer, and he taught us how to 
pray. Christ engaged God through spoken, 
living, words of faith. As his human life 
unfolded, Jesus called on his heavenly father 
for guidance, strength, and courage. His 
compassion, prompted by the pain of others, 
was the very thing that made Jesus forgiving 
and merciful.  He did not see others as the 
world saw them, but as God saw them. He 
loved the weak, the marginalized, the poor, 
the widow, and the fatherless. “You have made 
known to me the path of life.” Psalms 16:11

Connections visited with Hermina (nee 
Dykman) Visser, former teacher and parent at 
MCS, and long-time respected community 
resident. Hearing her life story, three themes 
emerged over and over: personal sacrifice, 
prayer, and compassion. 

Christ’s living water of self-sacrifice 
nourished her formative years. Her father, 
Fred Dykman, attended Christian school in 
the Netherlands and wanted to afford the 
same gift to his children. At great personal 
cost, Fred and Alice Dykman sent their 
daughter to the nearest Christian high school 
even though it was 150 miles away. Perhaps it 
was their example, their strong commitment 
to Christ-centered education, that intrinsically 
taught Visser the impact of sacrifice. Visser 
went on to become a teacher, pouring her life 
out like a drink offering, living out personal 
sacrifice, so that hundreds of children might 
come face to face with God’s love. 

Prayer has been one of Visser’s life-long 
acts of faith. She confesses that whether she 
faces choices over education, work, family, or 

ministry, she always asks God to open each 
door, author each opportunity. “God has been 
faithful to me,” she witnesses. “Life has a 
purpose only when we live for Jesus. We soon 
know where God can use us.”

Godly compassion, being moved by 
another’s pain, is the very emotion that has 
enabled Visser to freely serve those of less and 
not more. It is why she is able to set aside 
judgment and see others as Christ does. “My 
brother was mentally challenged. I could not 
understand, even at church, why folks were 
not more patient with him.” Over the years, 
from her brother, to her special needs 
students, to the mentally challenged adults 
she now serves through Friendship Ministries, 
Visser’s life has been dedicated to serving the 
afflicted. Please join us in praising God for his 
beloved servant, Hermina Visser.
